Born and educated in Nigeria, Professor Odularu holds a B.Sc. (Hons.) in Economics and an M.Sc. in Agricultural Economics — both from the University of Ibadan — and earned his Ph.D. in Regional Economic Development and Business Economics from the University of Sunderland, United Kingdom. His doctoral thesis examined economic development strategy for West Africa, setting the intellectual foundation for a career devoted to transformative policy research across the Global South.
